OPC comment: Whilst the Parish Council appreciates the changes made with this application all reasons for refusal remain:
· Garden grabbing

· Over development of the site

· Unsafe access due to poor vision and parked cars

W/19/01257HP  11 Three Cocks Lane, Offenham

Proposed rear extension to the existing bungalow, proposed new garage and proposed annex building

OPC comment: No Objection

W/19/01263/OUT  Aldington Lodge, Offenham Road, Evesham


Residential development (up to 70 dwellings) with new access onto Offenham Road, relocating of and existing access onto Offenham Road, open space, car parking and associated infrastructure – as approved permission W/13/01289/OU but without compliance with condition 8(to amend junction improvement works plan) – variance of conditions 3.5.& 6 of permission 16/01987/OU to amend access.


OPC comment: Offenham Parish Council strongly object to the removal or amendment of any condition which was stipulated for the reason of highway safety. It is considered that profit should not overtake the need for highway safety and therefore this application should be refused.

W/19/01013/FUL  V S Palade, Laurels Road, Offenham

Erection of 11899 sqm of polytunnels for the vertical cultivation of salad crops. – Comment required prior to this meeting
OPC comment:  

1. Offenham PC challenge the statement made that the visual impact would be minor/negligible and therefore request that sympathetic landscaping be made a condition for approval.

2. Increase in food production would therefore increase vehicular movements so time restraints should also be a condition to reduce impact on residential properties.

3. During a presentation made by the applicant to the Parish Council it was stated that no artificial lights would be installed – this statement should be honoured by the applicant and included as a condition.

4. Time restrictions during construction should be in place to reduce inconvenience to residents

5. Questions have been raised about the disposal or processing of waste water which can not enter the drainage system, clarification should be sought prior to any approval.
W/19/00992/FUL  Casa Mia, Three Cocks Lane, Offenham

Demolition of existing garage, construction of 2 bungalows and garages to the rear of Casa Mia and construction of replacement garage to serve Casa Mia. – Comment required prior to this meeting

OPC comment: Offenham Parish Council strongly object to this application for the following reasons:

1. Garden grabbing
2. Overdevelopment, insufficient land allocated to each plot constitutes poor design

3. Negative impact on neighbouring properties

4. Poor access for the potential of increase in vehicle usage

5. Previous amended application W/13/01281 provided better usage

6. Not listed in SWDP

W/19/01186/HP  14 Newtown, Offenham

Infill of covered area with small extension to the rear covered by lean to roof. – Comment required prior to this meeting
OPC comment:  Offenham PPC would like to draw attention to the comments made by the planning officer as part of the pre-application advice for a withdrawn application 15/02298. A garage and car port to be filled in with a dining room to create essentially what was “likely to be refused” previously.

The dwelling, Newtown Bungalow is an agricultural-tied dwelling which has been occupied in breach of the agricultural occupancy restriction as an unencumbered C3 dwelling house.
