Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council and Annual meetings held on 14 May 2019 were proposed by Mr Hegenbarth, seconded by Mr Yapp and approved unanimously.

Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden - Mr Everitt reported that there are no new problems to report regarding the local paths.
Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp reported there is no update from the Trust.
The chairman reported that she is serving as an independent member of the MHDC Audit Committee and Standards Committee.

New District Councillor Mrs K Wells introduced herself and reported that she is serving on the MHDC Environment Policy Committee and the Overview and Scrutiny Committee. She confirmed that neither she nor Cllr T Wells would be able to contribute to the cost of the second VAS data recording unit for Stocks Lane.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – VAS data
Following the representations made following the meeting of 14 May, responses from WCC Highways and the local police had confirmed that Stocks Lane does not currently meet the criteria for a 20mph zone. It was noted however that this may be subject to review in the future if usage of the road changes as a result of development.
It was reported that Stocks Lane is currently used as a cut through for large construction and agricultural vehicles. The clerk to remind the local police of the ongoing issue of traffic over the weight limit using the road.

Mr Reynolds reported that it had not been possible to download the VAS data, perhaps due to a flat battery. Mr Yapp agreed to check this. 

b)    Parking restriction outside the Beauchamp Community 
The double yellow lines are now in place. It was noted that one consequence of this has been vehicles parking on the Malvern Hills Trust land on the other side of the road when there are functions held at the Beauchamp Community. Mr Yapp, as Trust representative, to report back to them and suggest a temporary no parking notice. Following discussion of the problems caused by the lack of parking for disabled visitors, it was resolved that the clerk should write to the warden requesting that consideration be given to providing disabled parking spaces within the Beauchamp Community grounds and that notice of the parking restrictions and no parking on the Trust land be added to the letter sent out to hirers.
c)    Obstruction of footpath Newland NW-512(B)
Minute 18/19 of the meeting held on 14/5/19 detailed a report from Mr Everitt recommending that the parish council serve notice on the WCC Countryside Service to remove the longstanding obstruction of Newland NW-512(B). The chairman proposed notice be served, Mr Yapp seconded and approved unanimously. Mr Everitt agreed to provide the clerk with a draft notice and left the meeting.
