ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

FINSTALL PARK FARM
The Chairman read out a letter received from a concerned resident who saw (in April) people taking measurements of green belt land encompassed by Finstall Park Farm and also near the traffic junction where St Godwald’s meets Finstall Road.  This was discussed at the meeting and a Cllr mentioned that she too had seen surveyors on land over two days recently.  Finstall Parish Council have not been informed of any plans for this land.

THE CHURCHYARD
Cllr Hewer explained that Community Payback previously carried out gardening work for us in the churchyard free of charge.  This has now been subcontracted to a new social enterprise and will cost £450 per year if maintained five times during the year. Cllr Hewer also wished to thank the residents  who freely give their time and all agreed that the churchyard has looked better in the last couple of years.  It was proposed by Cllr Taylor and seconded by Cllr Orr-Cooper that Finstall Parish Council make a donation of £200 towards this gardening maintenance work.

ROSPA  REPORT
