ANNUAL AUDIT AND REVIEW OF INTERNAL CONTROLS

PROPOSED RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT ON GREEN BELT LAND ON ST GODWALD’S ROAD

Cllrs discussed the proposed development at length.  It is appreciated that there is a need for more homes to be built nationwide but the concern is that Finstall / Aston Fields does not have the infrastructure to cope with a larger population.  Cllr Spencer commented that local families are struggling to place their children in the local village schools as both Aston Fields and Finstall have no room to expand.  There were also concerns about the traffic congestion which is already an issue in the area as well as the impact for Doctors surgeries.
Cllrs were also disappointed that the suggestion is to take away more green belt land when we all now know how vital it is to protect the environment for future generations.  From the information given Finstall Parish Council are against this proposal.
It was decided to invite Claremont Planning Consultancy, who are acting on behalf of Bellway Homes, to discuss concerns and to find out more about the plans.  The Clerk will write to the Managing Director and invite a representative to attend the next meeting which will be held in the meeting room at St Godwald’s church.
