Presentation by K.Else, Claremont Planning Consultancy – 7.30 pm at St Godwald’s meeting room.
The Ordinary meeting started later this evening as Katherine Else, Managing Director, Claremont Planning Consultancy, and acting on behalf of Bellway Homes, came to outline their proposal for a residential development in Finstall.  The proposal is for the release of green belt land to the north of St Godwald’s Road for new housing.
The presentation was heard by all councillors and 6 local residents wanting to know more about the proposal.

K.Else had brought handouts which were distributed at the meeting and talked generally about the proposal and outlined that due to the Local Plan failing to identify enough sites for development that a green belt review is required.

Bellway Homes see some suitability to create another estate as Bromsgrove has already released green belt to the south and east of the railway line which are now housing estates.

K.Else stated that the site is not constrained by environmental, ecological or heritage concerns.
Cllr Spencer asked about the number of homes proposed.  K.Else does not know at the moment.  A question was also asked about access on St Godwald’s Road and K.Else said that this is at the feasibility stage at the moment but feels that access is achievable.

The handout confirmed that Bromsgrove District Council Members will be considering the documents at the Cabinet meeting on 4th September and at the Council meeting on 25th September.
