Declaration of Interests:   Mr Hull. (Affordable Housing and Regional Spatial Strategy) 
Election of Chairman: It was proposed by Mr. Wedd and seconded by Mrs. Swinburn and resolved that Mrs. Barbara Beard be re-elected Chairman. 
Election of Vice-Chairman: It was proposed by Mrs Beard and seconded by Mr. Forrest and resolved that Mr. Paul Simmonds be re-elected as Vice-Chairman.

Election of Officers:

Footpaths Officer:  It was proposed by Mrs Swinburn, seconded by Mr Parry and resolved that Mr Basil Drinkwater should be appointed Parish Footpaths Officer. 

Vicarage Green: The sub committee would consist of Mr. Wedd, Mr. Simmonds, Mrs. Beard, Mrs. Plante and Mr. Forrest.

Allotments: Mr. Forrest and Mrs. Plante. Mr. Forrest did however declare an interest as his wife is an allotment holder. 

Hallow Charity:  Mrs. Chapman should be asked if she will continue to represent the Parish Council.

Village Hall Committee: Mr. Wedd would continue to represent the Parish Council.
Parish Plan: Members of the Parish Council on the steering committee would be Paul Simmonds, Mrs. Veronica Swinburn, Alan Forrest, Maurice Wedd and Mrs. Barbara Beard.
Minutes: The minutes of the meeting held on the 6th and 20th April 2009 having been circulated were approved and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising:

Vicarage Green:  It was reported that Mr and Mrs Poole had agreed to cut the Vicarage Green side of the Old Vicarage Hedge. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths:  Mrs. Swinburn thanked Mr Drinkwater for agreeing to act as Parish Footpaths Officer. Mr Drinkwater outlined the training he had already received from the Countryside Service and was advised that legal issues such as obstruction of rights of way should be reported to the County Council.

Mrs Swinburn reported flooding of a path by Witchety Cats and Mr Drinkwater agreed to approach the landowner. It was also reported that the path through Elms Farm was obstructed by a locked gate and Mrs Swinburn agreed to report this to the County Council.
Highways: There was discussion about serious accidents which had occurred on the B4204, Martley Road. 
Allotments:  Mr Forrest advised that there was concern about the pre-school group being at risk if they wandered away from their plot. It was proposed by Mr Forrest, seconded by Mr Hull and resolved to contribute 50% of the cost of a fence to improve the situation. The Parish Council would thus contribute approximately £45.
Anti Social Behaviour:   Nothing to report.
Affordable Housing:  Nothing to report.
Parish Plan:  Nothing to report.
Village Hall:  Concern was expressed about the amount of repair and upgrading work required to the hall and it was agreed that Mr. Wedd as the Hall representative should ask for fully costed details of the work needed before the budgets are prepared in November.
Regional Spatial Strategy: It had been agreed that the Parish Council could make a submission to the Enquiry in Public (EIP) which would consider the Regional Spatial Strategy. The submission is likely to be considered on Friday 19 June 2009, but this may be varied.
The submission was discussed and it was proposed Mr Parry, seconded Ms Davies and resolved that the clerk should forward the submission to the panel secretary and that Mr Wedd and Mr Simmonds should represent the Parish Council at the EIP. It was also agreed that Mr Simmonds and Mr Wedd should be thanked for their hard work preparing the submission.
Mrs Beard reported that an action group had been formed to oppose the SWJCS proposal. The group was called Save Elgar’s Village (SaEV) and included several members of the Parish Council. Mrs Beard asked whether the Parish Council should make a donation to the Action group in order to help support it. It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Forrest that a cheque for £200 should be forwarded to the group subject to CALC’s confirmation.
Parish Lengthsman: David Hunter from highways explained that the Parish Council / Lengthsman were required to have £5million third party liability insurance. The clerk advised that managing the scheme would necessitate an increase in hours. It was proposed by Ms Davies, seconded Mr Parry and resolved to join the Lengthsman Scheme.
Casual Vacancy: It was agreed that the casual vacancy would be advertised.
Suspension of Standing Orders for Public Participation:   Mr. Morris expressed concern about a pothole in Hallow Lane near it’s junction with Martley Road.
