A number of councillors attended the proposed site prior to tonight’s meeting.  Whilst the clerk had requested the contractor to clear overgrowth around the remaining trees there was some misunderstanding and the work had not been carried out as requested. Open Forum
Jem Teale gave a presentation on how the s106 process takes place and the decisions taken relating to the spending of the funds.  Various questions were asked in relation to the allocation received from developments in Offenham. He stated that the rules on expenditure are set by central government for open spaces and in recent years there is less flexibility on how this can be distributed.  Formal sport is specified for this expenditure.
Also present for open forum was a representative from the Cricket Club and the Village Hall committee.

The Chairman raised that the 30mph sign was badly overgrown and Cllr Graham added that the 40mph sign was also covered in Newtown.
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
