It was agreed that a bench should be ordered with the preference of back paintwork at a cost of £781 +vat plus delivery and fittings.  Clerk to contact MP to confirm delivery address. To consider making a donation towards the security measures to support the provision of the Village Shop.

Various discussions took place after having received details of costings for upgraded security measures required for the shop and Post Office.  The clerk advised that she had contacted CALC for advice on assisting a business which was providing an essential service in the village with parish funds.  CALC confirmed that it would be in order to support the business due to the nature of service it provided in the village subject to being within s137 regulations.  It was agreed to cover the cost of enhanced CCTV coverage at £665 which may be considered a deterrent and benefit the village as a whole.  Proposed RE Seconded AW.
