To consider obtaining quotes for work to Rectory Wood

Mr Sharp reported that the survey has been completed and two trees need to be felled. He requested 
approval to obtain three quotes to fell the trees, use the resulting timber to provide chippings for use on 
site and clear some of the undergrowth to promote the growth of bluebells etc. Mr Husband proposed 
approval be given, Mr King seconded and it was agreed unanimously.

To consider names for two new roads – Land at Elm Hurst Farm


The names Haywood (to commemorate a parish resident killed in WW1) and Albert (to commemorate a 
resident who had made a considerable contribution to the Memorial Hall) were suggested and approved 
unanimously, one to be ‘road’ and one to be ‘close’ as appropriate to the road layout.
