Closure of the Meeting to allow Parishioners Present to Speak on any Matter on the Agenda. The maximum time allowed per individual and other parochial matters for discussion to be at the discretion of the chairman. Questions which required a particular response to be submitted in writing.

Complaints were received from residents regarding incidents of dog fouling in Smith’s Meadow. The Clerk replied that signs were being purchased to be displayed at the entrances to the Meadow reminding dog owners that their pets should be kept under control and that dog mess should be cleared appropriately.

The Environmental protection team at Wychavon could only take action against dog owners if they received clear evidence against the dog owners responsible. A total ban on dogs accessing the Meadow would be impossible to monitor.  

Further complaints were received regarding incidents of unauthorised vehicles crossing the Eastern Bridge. The Council had made it clear to Jon Fraser the Senior Highways Engineer of  Worcestershire County Council who had attended the previous meeting that it expected prosecutions to be made against those drivers who were ignoring the red traffic lights. Under no circumstances was the bridge to be re-opened to all traffic.

Wychavon is planning on
the presumption of 70-100 houses for Category One villages and 30-50 for
Category Two villages, although they say they will take account of the existing
size of the village and other factors. Wyre Piddle is Category Three and no
decision has been taken yet one whether this category is expected to take
housing, but there is discussion about affordable housing. Pinvin is Category
One and Lower Moor is Category Two. | am getting you a copy of the Wyre
Piddle plan used at the display for tonight.
