· Fiona Argyle has advised that 4 residents have contacted her regarding the vacancy for the vacancy.  She is sending out application forms to interested parties.
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Recreation Ground

· The single wooden gate on the boundary to Avoncroft is rotting and may require replacing shortly.  The corner area is uneven and overgrown and may require attention should the proposed track be installed.

· The Clerk met with the representative from Wicksteed today to discuss the siting of the replacement swing which is slightly narrower than the existing swing.  Discussions also took place in relating to potential noise from a MUGA, he advised that construction of new MUGA’s and the coating made them quieter than in the past and suggested that the only noise issue would be from children playing. When asked he advised it is possible to have a lock fitted which if necessary could be used in the evening if there was ever an issue.

Cllr Ward advised that he had been contacted after this year’s Open Garden weekend.  There had been more visitors attend this year than in previous years which created concern about street parking and congestion in the village.  Various discussions took place and it was agreed that the recreation ground could be made available subject to them providing parking marshals and weather conditions.

To consider request for support for the Village Shop.

Various discussions took place regarding the recent spate of crime targeting the village shop; several councillors had had discussions with the proprietor and raised concerns about the future of the shop in the village.  It was felt that support should be given to help the proprietor install the necessary security to enable the shop to function.  The clerk advised that she had consulted with Worcestershire CALC to establish that it would be reasonable to assist the shop in this way, CALC had confirmed that as the only shop and Post Office in the village it provides an essential service to villagers, in particular the elderly and those without easy access to travel.  It was stated that the proprietors were awaiting quotations for security doors but these should be available for the next meeting.  It was further reported that an offer to fit a security door free of charge had been made by a villager.
