Minutes: It was proposed by Wedd, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the           1st July 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. There was concern that a belated request from the NHS acute hospitals trust for section106 funding could involve the renegotiation of the current agreement with the developers. The trust had failed to make a bid at the appropriate time despite numerous requests.
County Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Grove’s presented his report which would be circulated following the meeting. The concern about the lack of progress in dealing with the restricted width of the footway along Martley Road was discussed. 
Matters arising from the minutes of the 1st July 2019:  
Vicarage Green: No report.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were generally in good order.
Highways: The hedge along Martley Road adjacent to Malvern Close was still in need of attention – the clerk to contact Fortis housing association.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good order.
Anti-Social Behaviour: There were reports of graffiti in the village. There was concern about loose dogs which were a concern to walkers, the clerk to contact the dogs’ owner.
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that the halls finances were sound and that bookings were good. It is intended to refurbish the flat roofs.
Broadheath Common: No report.
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Lewis expressed concern about parking on the newly surfaced footway in Bell Lane, both because of damage to the surface and obstruction of pedestrians. Mr Bass had received favourable reports on the erection of the new notice boards.
