Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the           2nd September 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman subject to the addition of the co-option of Mrs Crooks to the council.
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. There was particular concern about proposals for an additional 1,000 homes in Rushwick. This was considered excessive particularly in view of the already inadequate infrastructure. Lower Broadheath Parish Council would support measures to oppose this development.
County Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Grove’s report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 

Matters arising from the minutes of the 2nd September 2019:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Steel to report back on a dead tree in an oak on the Vicarage Green.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths although muddy were generally in good order.
Highways: The clerk to report a large pothole on Bell Lane between Irma Cottage and Chippings
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were generally in good order. There had been a complaint about the trees along the south west allotment boundary. It was proposed in the first instance too carry out limited work on one tree.

The condition of the footway from Green Lane to the old post office was discussed. It was agreed that Mr Steel would obtain a quote for constructing a new footpath to the same specification as the one adjacent to the Vicarage Green 
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that the next hall committee meeting was on 9th October. The issue of rubbish being left around following events at the village hall was discussed. The hall committee would be asked to deduct the cost of clearing up from any offender’s deposit.
Broadheath Common: No report.
Proposed Sports Facilities: No report
Suspension of Standing Orders: Mr Bass raised concerns about section 106 monies particularly relating to highway improvements, which had not been utilised by the county council. It would appear that any monitoring / control of section 106 expenditure was ineffective resulting in loss of the community asset. MHDC to raise this issue with WCC.
Correspondence: 
An email had been received from Mike Beard concerning the need to preserve trees in general and the horse chestnut at the junction of Church Lane and Peachley which should be protected by a tree preservation order.
To consider a street name for the development adjacent to Broad Lea: It was agreed that the council would recommend, “Broad Lea Close”.
