Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.
Minutes: It was proposed by Wedd, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the           7th October 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Chambers reported that the proposals for additional development as part of the SWDP had been passed for consultation despite his request for a reduction in the impact on Rushwick. It is anticipated that the 106 agreement for the Worcester West development will be agreed shortly.
County Councillor’s Report:  No report.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 7th October 2019:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Steel reported that there was a dead branch in the large oak on the Vicarage Green and a tree near the Vicarage boundary was dead. The cost of removing the dead timber was £200. It was agreed that the crown of the large oak should be raised. The clerk to ask the lengthsman to cut the hedge adjacent to the play area.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths although muddy were generally in good order.
A litter bin in the village hall car park and one in Sling Lane required replacement. The clerk to order 2 new bins for erection by the lengthsman.

Highways: The clerk had reported blocked gulleys on Martley Road between the village and the city boundary. 
Mr Wedd, Mr Bass and Mr Glossop are to attend a briefing about the proposed Worcester West Link Road.

Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the cost of removing overhanging limbs from the trees along the allotment boundary was £500. Mr Steel would obtain a quote for the reconstruction of 190 metres of footpath from Green Lane to the old post office, to the same specification as the one adjacent on the Vicarage Green. The quote would allow for the work to be done in 2 halves.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that the hall committee had discussed a quote for replacing the flat roofs which was considered excessive. 
Broadheath Common: No report.
Proposed Sports Facilities: Mr Wedd reported that there was a shortfall in the funding for the project. The possibility of creating a trust to enable grants to be obtained was discussed. The parish council could also purchase the Vicarage Green at a cost of £60,000. This would be considered at the December meeting.
