Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 16 July 2019 were proposed by Mr Patterson seconded by Mr Hegenbarth and approved unanimously.

Reports from representatives of other bodies 

MHDC – Cllr K Wells gave an update on MHDC matters. The main focus is the environment, and a policy group has been set up to work on energy and waste reduction, reducing carbon emissions and biodiversity. 


There was discussion on ways the parish council can contribute to this effort, mainly through encouraging the use of buses to reduce car use. 


Mr Hegenbarth reported that bus users from the Beauchamp Community have requested that the seat in the bus stop opposite (buses travelling to Worcester) reinstated. The Beauchamp Community handyman had provided a quote of £217 for the work and materials. The clerk to follow up and ascertain more information on the structure and materials proposed. 

Parish Paths Warden - Mr Everitt provided the following report:

No complaints or comments have been received about the footpaths in the Parish. The paths are generally in good condition and several have been walked during the past two months.

Newland NW-512(B) - update. It was agreed at the July 2019 Parish meeting that ‘Notice’ should be served on WCC to re-open this path which has been obstructed and unusable since at least 2009. On learning that a Notice was about to be served, WCC took positive action to investigate the problems on this path and advise a way forward. Thus, in late July, I recommended that serving a Notice should be delayed. Following further investigation by WCC and more correspondence it appears that the path problems may not be as serious as originally claimed by WCC but that an ecologist survey is required. This is in hand and a target date for re-opening the path has been set for 1 January 2021. This is before any anticipated usage from the NE Malvern development. I recommend that I continue to monitor progress but that no further action is taken by the Parish Council at this time   

Malvern Hills Trust – Mr Yapp provided an update on the public consultation regarding changes to the Trust and the forthcoming election of Trustees.  Item 41/19 was brought forward. The chairman proposed Mr Yapp continue as Newland representative, Mr Patterson seconded and it was agreed unanimously. 
The Trust is encouraging the re-wilding of verges where there is no definite road safety issue.

Regrading the issue of parking on the Trust land opposite the entrance to the Beauchamp Community, Mr Yapp reported that he has mentioned it to the CEO who intends to ask the wardens to keep an eye on the situation and possibly put temporary notices on the common and/or on offending vehicles if the situation continues.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – VAS data
Data relating to the period from 24th June to 12th September was circulated and discussed. There has been contact from 2 residents regarding the ongoing speeding issue on Stocks Lane and the matters raised were discussed. It was concluded that the only effective deterrent will be enforcement and that obtaining data for vehicles travelling in both directions will provide more complete data to pass on to Safer Roads. In line with current recommendations to increase the effectiveness of VAS units, rather than purchase a second data collection unit it was decided to switch the VAS units over in order to provide intermittent data for both sides of the road.

There has been an issue with both VAS batteries losing power. The chairman proposed new batteries be purchased if required, Mr Patterson seconded, agreed unanimously. 

b)    Disabled parking at the Beauchamp Community 
The Beauchamp Community warden has confirmed that visitors are informed of the parking restrictions when they make their booking and any requests from visitors regarding parking or access are dealt with on an individual basis.
