Matters arising
6.1 Bryan’s Green (Item 6.2 and Item 9.1) The ownership of the common land at Bryans Green was in transit. District Cllr. Tony Miller advised that Natural Networks would be able to survey the land if requested.
7.  General 
7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Drain covers cleared in Elmbridge Lane, Purshull Green Lane, Cooksey Green Lane and Broad Alley.
· Soil had been dug from drains in Addis Lane.

· Drain in Elmbridge Lane dug out and rodded.

· Soil cleared from headwalls in Watery Lane.

· Foliage cut from signs in The Knoll.

· Grips had been dug out in Addis Lane (Watery Lane), Elmbridge Lane and on Cooksey Green and Purshull Green.

· Some improvement had been made to the drain near Cornshire House (second bend on left heading towards Rushock) 
· Future Task – Broad Common needed foliage cut away.

· Future Task – Clear drain opposite Cutnall Green Memorial Hall.

· Future Task – Replenish Grit Bins 
7.2 Highways.

· Addis Lane. A Road Closure Notice had been received. The lane would be closed for patching on 11th October for possibly 12 days.
· Addis Lane. There was an upturned temporary toilet in the lane near the bridge.
·  The Knoll at its junction with Horton Lane. Turning in or out of The Knoll was made difficult by the increase in speeding traffic. The Clerk would contact Barry Barnes and Kieran Hemstock via County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson to ask about possible junction signage
· Addis Lane Bridge. Highways had investigated and reported that it did not require a weight limit.
7.3 New Homes Bonus
The Improvements to light and sound in the Village Hall had been completed and the New Homes Bonus funding of £4268 had been received. Invoices were awaited from A Black, electrician, and Bolts for the acoustic panels.

      9. Planning
9.1 Cornshire Field Farm. The enforcement team had visited and reported that there were no outstanding issues.
9.2 Redroofs, Kidderminster Road, Cutnall Green (19/01456/FUL). Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of 3 new detached buildings. A objection was made on the grounds of an over-crowded site, removal of trees and hedges and access. Minor amendments were made to siting of dwellings and details given of tree removal. Permission received.

9.3 Urloxhey House (19/00380/FUL) Permission received for demolition of existing house and erection of a new building.

9.4 Church Farm Villa Appeal (APP/H1840/W/19/3222556). The appeal against Wychavon’s refusal of planning permission for change of use of garage to two holiday lets was dismissed. The Clerk would contact the Enforcement Team about the removal of soil.

10. Correspondence

10.1 Worcestershire County Council Members Updates for August and September had been circulated to Councillors. 
10.2 A list detailing 26 items of correspondence and relevant emails was circulated to Councillors. In addition update emails had been received from CALC.
10.3 A letter of thanks from Chaddesley Dementia Friends for the Council’s donation had been received.

11. Items of Interest 
11.1 Representations had been made about cyclists and road safety. The concerns were shared nut no measure seemed possible.
11.2 Fly Tipping (Ref: bSv-6516935) in Elmbridge Lane between Tanglewood junction and Crutch Lane contained documentation in the name of Robert Farr, trading as RTF Services, of Foster Drive. This had been reported to Wychavon DC.
11.3 The Footpath on the A442 from the corner with The Knoll to Cutnall Green was overgrown. The Clerk would contact Highways.
11.4 Parking outside Entourage on A442 was a potential hazard.

11.5 Planning issues near the boundary with Elmley Lovett need to be shared with Elmley Lovett Parish Council
