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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 30th January at 7.30 pm

2. Apologies: CC Adams & Cllr Smith

3. Declarations of Interest:

a) Register of Interests: Councillors are reminded of the need to update their register of interests.

b) To declare any Disclosable Pecuniary Interests in items on the agenda and their nature.

c) To declare any Other Disclosable Interests in items on the agenda and their nature.

d) Written requests for the council to grant a dispensation (S33 of the Localism Act 2011) are to be with the clerk at least four clear days prior to a meeting.

Councillors who have declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest, or an Other Disclosable Interest which falls within the terms of paragraph 12(4) (b) of the code of conduct, must leave the room for the relevant items.

4. Minutes: Minutes of the meeting held on 16 January were approved as true and accurate. Proposed by DW, Seconded LB and signed by the chair.

Actions from minutes:

· Item 5: LR had not left the leaflets and JP had been unable to get any from Wychavon DC; LR apologised and will get some to JP;

· Item 5: the council wish to know the entry date for the Village of Culture;

· Item 8: no progress in recruiting a new clerk;

· Item 13: Payment made for Salt delivery (£140) and £25 to TM for ongoing expenses for photocopying and membership of the Volunteer Centre.

5. Planning: A resident had brought to the attention of the Council and District Councillor an application for a Goods Vehicle Operator’s Licence from Worcester Truck and Plant Ltd for two vehicles and 1 trailers (sic) to operate at Stone Arrow Farm. LR and the council are not sure of the implications of this and whether it is related to the recent application from Skip Hire Worcester.The Council nor the district and county councillors are able to comment but local residents can. It was agreed to draw the attention of parishioners to the application so that they can write to the Traffic Commissioner at West Midlands Traffic Area if they have any concerns. TM will arrange for a notice in the shop and LB will put one of the council noticeboard. JP will write to Worcester Truck and Plant Ltd for more information and councillors will also write to the Traffic Commissioner with their concerns that the vehicles could add to noise and traffic at the site. Representations have to be made in writing by 7 February.

6. Budget for 2019-2020: It was agreed to keep the precept at £8663 (proposed DW, seconded AB).

· The council were confident, based on monitoring throughout the year, that there will be no overspend this year. The former clerk will be asked to complete the accounts to the end of January and AB agreed to take over responsibility for the accounts until we have a new clerk and to prepare the accounts for the current year for audit. (Prop JP, sec LB). 

· It was agreed that a full, detailed budget will be available for Councillors at the next meeting.(AB to action).

7. Junction at A44: RA had informed the council that new furniture will shortly be installed on the traffic islands at this junction. He will also check whether there are cats’ eyes on the approaches to the junction. The petition for reducing the speed limit will be prepared for the May meeting and Drakes Broughton Parish Council will be asked to complete a petition as well.

8. TM agreed to write to Stewart Alcorn on behalf of the council to thank him for his work in obtaining and maintaining defibrillators in the village.

9. The next meeting of the Parish Council will be on Wednesday 13 March at 7.30 pm.
