Reports from representatives of other bodies 

Parish Paths Warden - Mr Everitt reported that no complaints or comments have been received about the footpaths since the last meeting.

Update on Newland NW-512(B) An ecology survey has not revealed any problems; however, the drainage concern has been resurrected and has been referred by the Countryside Service to Highways for advice. The Countryside Service has also notified the NE Malvern Developer’s agent of an intention to eventually re-open the path which crosses the main access road into the site.

Malvern Hills Trust - Mr Yapp reported that the new board is now in place following the recent elections, and the consultation documents are in and being evaluated.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – Speeding and VAS data
VAS data for the period 12/9/2019 to 26/10/2019 was circulated and discussed. Only data for traffic travelling southbound is available currently as there has been a problem downloading the northbound data. The results are consistent with previous data, with a similar distribution of speeds and the highest speeds recorded early in the morning.
Letters had been received from two local residents reporting their ongoing concerns regarding speeding on Stocks Lane and the matter was discussed. It was agreed that having installed two VAS units and roundels and having referred the matter to the police, safer roads and WCC Highways on numerous occasions there are few further options available to the council other than to call for more frequent speed enforcement. The chairman agreed to contact the residents concerned and invite them to attend a future meeting of the council if they wish the matter to be discussed further.
b)    Request to reinstate seat in the bus stop opposite the Beauchamp Community (Worcester direction)


The chairman proposed that the work be approved in principle up to a cost of £175. Mr Patterson seconded and it was approved unanimously. Mr Hegenbarth agreed to check the insurance position of the Beauchamp Community contractor who had offered to undertake the work. The clerk to check the council’s insurance policy to ensure appropriate cover.

50/19 To consider applications for co-option – No applications had been received. The matter to be carried forward to the next meeting.

51/19 To consider the budget and precept for 2010/21 – Since the estimated tax base for the year is yet to be provided the matter was carried forward to the next meeting.
52/19 To discuss traffic problems caused by flooding on Stocks Lane – It was noted that Stocks Lane flooded badly during recent heavy rain that resulted in flooding to many roads throughout the county. A resident had written in to complain that the road had not been closed quickly enough and requesting the installation of a culvert to take flood water under the road. It was agreed that the day of the flooding had been an exceptionally difficult one for all concerned and that the actions of WCC Highways were appropriate in the exceptional circumstances. It was also agreed that the issue of a culvert should be raised with WCC, however the surface water and waste water management measures proposed in SWDP 56 were also noted. The chairman agreed to write back to the resident concerned.
53/19 Report on meeting to discuss cycle/footway between Newland and Powick – Mr Yapp had attended a meeting with representatives from WCC, MHDC and Powick parish council to discuss ways of improving the link between Newland and Powick by foot and cycleway. At the present time the focus is on improving the existing path. Mr Yapp had informed the meeting that the current path at Newland end is a footway only.
54/19 SWDP – Preferred Options Paper public consultation – The consultation paper was discussed. The chairman agreed to draft a response on behalf of the parish council and circulate for comments in time to submit before the deadline on 16 December.
