ITEMS TO CONSIDER FOR PURCHASE

Radar Speed Sign: Cllr Taylor has spoken to S. Skeys about maintaining a radar speed sign (should FPC decide to purchase one) as part of the Lengthsman scheme.  
Village Welcome Gate: Cllr M. Molloy commented that he prefers the idea of a welcome gate with another gate sited at the other end of the village thanking people for driving carefully.  There wouldn’t be any maintenance duties involved with this. However we need to check if there is the space to accommodate a gate in the proposed location.
Cllr Taylor will also talk to Mr R Clewer about this as there is a possibility that WCC will contribute financially and help us practically with any installation.

Goal Posts: Cllr M. Molloy confirmed that a goal post needs replacing as it has rotted with age.  The Clerk will research costs for replacement goal posts for the next meeting.
