Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals. Mrs Beard declared an interest in the Church field planning application.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the           Monday 6th January 2020, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated online. Cllr Walton outlined the council’s 5 year plan in particular with regard to climate change. He undertook to forward the relevant documents which have since been circulated. The prosperity of town centres was discussed and the need to move to more specialist retail and service industries. Cllr Chambers reported on visits to schools were there seemed to be a significant increase in and awareness of both politics and issues in general.
County Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Grove’s report had been circulated online.
Worcester Wheels: Mr Dormston Cook representing Worcester Wheels explained the service provided to assist those who experienced difficulties with public transport. He would submit an item for inclusion in the village newsletter.

Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 6th January 2020:  
Vicarage Green:  Mr Steel reported that a dead tree which had fallen in the field had been removed by the lengthsman.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: In her absence Mrs Carver reported paths were generally wet and muddy. She had filled a large hole in a path which had been reported to her.
Highways: Cllrs Walton advised that the police would be looking at footway parking in the village and what options there are to address the problem. There was concern about cyclists emerging from the Cake Factory in dark clothing and with no lights. The clerk to write to the factory. There was a report of vehicles driving the wrong way in the one-way section of Green Lane.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the ongoing poor conditions prevented the tree and hedgerow work being carried out. The proposed footway would cost about £6,500.
Anti-Social Behaviour: Two incidents had been reported by the police.
Village Hall: It was reported that 2 new air conditioners had been installed. Jess Ronan had been appointed to replace Alan Williams as caretaker. Mr Williams work had been much appreciated and there was a presentation to mark the occasion of his retirement. Concern had been raised about the effectiveness of the CCTV system.
Broadheath Common: No report.
Proposed Sports Facilities: Mr Wedd reported that a ground survey was awaited.
Suspension of Standing Orders: A parishioner had attended to raise a highway issue with Cllr Grove who was unable to attend. Cllr Walton agreed to forward an email to Cllr Grove.
