Apologies: Mr E Whittaker and Cllr P Grove
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
4th May 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr. Chambers reported that he understood that Malvern Hills District Council had purchased 40acres of land at Hallow without carrying out appropriate member consultations. He understood that the land was to be used for environmental benefits and not housing or business development. He was very concerned about the purchase and would be seeking further information to establish the facts of the matter. The proposed dog fouling signs were discussed. Cllr Walton advised that the enforcement team would be installing the signs so that they were familiar with the area when enforcement was undertaken.
County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated
Matters arising from the minutes of the 4th May 2020:  
Vicarage Green / Proposed Sports Facility: Mr Steel reported that the lowest 3 branches of the oak overhanging the path in Vicarage Green had been removed. Mr Wedd reported that he hoped to include the cost of the engineers report in the section 106 bid. CALC had raised a number of issues with the council’s proposed PWLB (Public Works Loan Board) loan. The clerk suggested the purchase could be funded solely from reserves. It was agreed that the loan application should be pursued.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported the paths were generally in good condition and well used. Cllr Walton had forwarded a complaint concerning a steep section of footpath adjacent to Crown East Lane. The clerk to contact WCC to determine if steps would be appropriate, who should install them and who would be responsible for their maintenance.
Highways: The proposals by WCC to extend the 40pmh speed limit on Martley Road were agreed. A complaint about an overgrown hedge in Church Lane was mentioned. The clerk has written to the occupiers.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. There had been some issues with regard to tree maintenance which had been resolved.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report.

Broadheath Common: No report.
Correspondence: A request had been received from Carol Jones concerning a proposed housing development in Crown East Lane, The council declined to comment but would be pleased to consider the proposal at the planning application stage.
