County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 1st June 2020:  
Vicarage Green / Proposed Sports Facility: It was agreed that MHDC be asked to supply 4 signs giving guidance on the safe use of play equipment. Mrs Beard to ask the school if they can give advice to pupils / parents on safe use. The clerk to obtain an additional quote for the supply of a foot operated hand gel dispenser.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: There were several issues with regard to stiles in poor condition. Mrs Carver to investigate and advise Countryside Service.
Highways: It is hoped that the long standing issue with the narrow footway on the Martley Road will be addressed in August.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: Cllr Walton had received a report concerning dog fouling in the vicinity of the allotments. The clerk to advise MHDC where additional warning signs are required.
Village Hall: It is thought that the Village Hall will not re-open before September.
