Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel seconded Mr Wedd and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 7th September 2020, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman.
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. The key factors were Covid 19 infections, which have risen sharply and increased unemployment, particularly amongst the young. It is hoped that apprenticeships will go some way to addressing this issue and help develop the skills for future job opportunities. The reinstatement of planning performance reporting had produced beneficial results. 
County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 7th September 2020:  
Vicarage Green: It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved to spend up to £6,500 to facilitate the Vicarage Green purchase. The request for a PWLB (Public Works Loan Board) loan of £15,000 has been successful.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that dog waste bags being provided were a big success.
It was suggested that there was a need for a dog waste bin at the end of Partridge Lane. The clerk to order the bin and arrange for Mr Skeys to install in liaison with Mrs Carver.

Highways: Pencroft Lorries had been reported on Crown East Lane and Lightwood Lane. 
Allotments: The allotment is running well. The clerk to issue a reminder about the need to keep the gate locked with the annual invoice. There is currently a waiting list for plots.
Anti-Social Behaviour: The police had reported various incidents.
Village Hall: Limited use of the hall had resumed.
Broadheath Common: The Lord of the Manor is considering the possibility of some earth bunds to restrict access together with a gate in Sling Lane near Bell Lane and planning approval is being sought.
Sports Facilities: Mr Wedd reported that he hoped to obtain 3 quotes for the drainage works.
