Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals.

District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated prior to the meeting.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 5th October 2020:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd had received a budget quote of £315,000 to include all works and supply of materials and equipment for the sports facilities. This was significantly over budget and he proposed an interim solution of carrying out the drainage and MUGA works, delaying the car park to a later date. It was hoped that the play area could remain open, with a brief closure while a pipe is laid.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that footpaths are wet but passable and the dog bag system is working very well. 
Highways: No reports.
Allotments: The allotment is running well. 

Anti-Social Behaviour: The police report had been received.
Village Hall: In view of the impending lock down the hall would be closed for the time being. It was agreed that the parish council would fund the construction of a footpath adjacent to the hall to give access from the car park to the side entrance.
Broadheath Common: The Lord of the Manor would be consulted on proposals to construct earth bunds to restrict unauthorised access to the common
