District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated prior to the meeting.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 2nd November 2020:  
Vicarage Green: The purchase of the Vicarage Green was proceeding. A reduced quotation for the works without the proposed car park had been received.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that footpaths were generally passable. The issue raised via Cllr Walton in Crown East Lane had been referred to WCC but no action had been taken. She would try to get a response about the current position.
Highways: A resident had expressed concern about hazards caused by parking in Green Lane near its junction with Jacomb Road. The clerk to ask WCC to investigate the need for parking restrictions near the junction. 
Allotments: The allotments are running well. 

Anti-Social Behaviour: The police report had been received.
Village Hall: The hall committee had applied for a £5,000 grant to help pay the care taker and maintenance costs during restrictions. Mr Steel was asked to obtain a quote for the construction of a footway along the side of the village hall from the car park to the side (small hall) entrance.
Broadheath Common: The architect had been asked to prepare drawings for proposed earth banks around the common prior to a planning application.
