MINUTES OF THE ORDINARY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
had been circulated. Cllr Mrs S Wallis proposed and seconded by Cllr Mrs P Warren and it was AGREED to approve the minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council meeting held on Wednesday 13th November 2019.
3342   PROGRESS REPORTS
a. Police update (3330a) – PC Warren Edmunds had conducted speed enforcement exercises in Bradley Green on Friday 10th January and in Stock Green on Wednesday 15th January. PC Edmonds was very impressed by our VAS as it recorded exactly the same speed as his speed gun and commented that he believed that it was “a major contributor in reducing the overall speeding through the village” and was the “most advanced he had seen”.
b. EVOLIS Radar Speed Sign (3330b) – The Parish Council are now in the process of ordering a second VAS for the village, this means that Stock & Bradley will each have a VAS permanently situated in their 30 mph area; we are also ordering two more posts which will enable the VAS’s to be moved to different to positions as well.
c. The Rural Broadband Voucher Scheme (3330c) – The clerk has arranged for a meeting in the VH on 3rd February 2020 for Airband to come and give an update of the progress of their Fibre-to-the-Door proposal, they have also decided to include Bradley Green in their offer. The initial offer of £24.99 may only be valid for the first year, however, it does match the lowest offer on the market.
d. Land at the junction of Flying Horse Lane and the B4090 (3330d) - Mark Lane, Monitoring & Enforcement Officer, WCC, has made contact with someone who uses the site and has arranged to meet, and will be in contact when he has more information. 

e. Pot holes at the junction of Dark lane and Middle Road (3330g) – these have now been filled.

f. Overgrown hedges in Middle Lane and Earls Common Road (3336) – the clerk has contacted both owners who have agreed to attend to this.
g. Options to improve planning decisions. (3333) – Chair Mike Hadley suggested that the council planning process needs to be formalised and suggested the following:

I) When planning applications are received such that we have a PC meeting planned before the time for response runs out, they should be dealt with by the full PC (as at present).

Where there is no scheduled PC meeting before the period for response runs out:

I) These should be circulated, as at present, to all members, and the Clerk in consultation with the chairman and vice chairman, after considering the response by members, should decide on a response to the District Council. 

Ii) Where the Clerk considers the application to be of particular importance he may, in consultation with the chairman, decide that an extra ordinary meeting of the council should be called.
This proposal will be tabled for consideration at the 9th March meeting.

h. Request for a donation to the church for mowing the church (3333) - It was proposed that £1,200 should be donated, however, following a discussion which included written questions it was agreed to make a donation of £600 in this financial year and possibly a further £600 in the next financial year.
