MHDC – Cllr Wells gave an update on news from MHDC. The 5-year plan, budget, carbon emissions plan and a briefing from the boundaries commission will all be considered over the next few weeks.
Malvern Hills Trust - Mr Yapp reported that the board are currently considering the consultation results.
The chairman reported on MHDC Standards Committee. It will be recommended that parish councils receive training from the monitoring officer.

Updates on matters arising in previous minutes
a) Stocks Lane – Speeding and VAS data
Northbound VAS data for the period 26/10/2019 to 21/01/2020 was circulated and discussed. Data revealed fewer vehicles travelling at higher speeds, which may reflect the residential nature of the approach from this direction.
