 PENMANOR PLAYING FIELD
There was a discussion about the playing field and the Clerk reported that 12 residents had been in touch about the playing field.  Some were concerned that the field hadn’t been as well maintained in 2019, some were concerned that owners weren’t always clearing up after their dogs and there were some suggestions for new play equipment.  A number of residents asked that the goal posts are renewed / replaced.

It was agreed that prices will be obtained for some new equipment which will be discussed at the next meeting.  Cllr Orr-Cooper suggested we enquire with our insurance company if we are insured against vandalism for the goal posts.  Cllr Hewer said that a large proportion of the cost may be installation and there is also the cost of safety surfaces to be considered.  The Clerk will make enquiries.
Cllr Taylor has spoken to someone in the village about rolling the field.  Cllr Spencer will also ask BDC and the rugby club about this and possible maintenance for the future.

Cllr W Molloy said that Parkside Nurseries have previously provided a beautiful Christmas tree for the village hall but it was felt that this year’s wasn’t such good quality.  The Clerk will make a note for next year’s order.

Cllr W Molloy said that the bench in the bus shelter was going to be renovated some time ago and asked if this could this be addressed.  Cllrs Taylor and Orr-Cooper will look at the bench to see if remedial work is needed.  

Cllr Orr-Cooper has reported a tree that is over hanging the Monarch’s Way to WCC and they will be addressing this.  Cllr Orr-Cooper also mentioned the amount of standing water near Stoke Pound and Dusthouse Lane.  Cllr Taylor will discuss this with the lengthsman.

Cllr M Molloy mentioned some overhanging branches on Alcester Road.  Cllr Spencer offered to have a look and will report this to BDC if necessary.

Cllr Hewer asked if anyone in the village had volunteered to maintain the plant troughs in the village.  It was agreed that FPC will advertise for a volunteer to maintain the troughs during the spring and summer months.
