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Recreation Ground

· Complaints were made regarding the littering after the football match recently.  Offenham Rovers have been informed and have advised that they have cleaned the areas of concern.  They also mentioned that they have to pick up dog waste from the recreation ground before they are able to play.

· A report from a resident advising that the spring on the gate in the corner of the recreation ground (accessing Main Street) has broken, he has tried to make repairs but has stated that it is not satisfactory and will need replacing.  The gate itself is not in good condition and may be considered for replacement.

Speeding

· A report has been received about what appears to be a silver hatchback regularly travelling in Three Cocks Lane at great speed.  No vehicle registration is currently available but if further details are received PC Lee will be informed.
