Dog Fouling

To consider the quotation for the replacement and removal of existing of fencing on Three Cocks Lane

Lengthy discussions took place around the issues with the fencing on the boundary of the cricket club.  Two members of the cricket club remained after the Annual Parish meeting to discuss their plight regarding their mower.  A replacement had become available from South Littleton PC as they no longer needed theirs.  They requested a donation of £1250 towards the cost because the mower they had was broken and they had to use a tractor with a mower attachment which was not suitable to the job.


The Chairman stated that we should reconsider options and suggested that it may be possible for the PC to cover the cost of the mover and materials for the fence but they would need to supply labour to install the fencing.  It was mentioned that the verge was to be planted with trees and grass seeded prior to the installation of a commemorative seat for VE Day.  The representatives agreed to this and it was then agreed that the PC should donate £1250 for the mower and cover the materials costs up to the figure already quoted independently. Proposed LK Seconded RE.
