Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals. 
Minutes: It was proposed by Mrs Carver, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the           Monday 3rd February 2020, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated online. Flooding had been a major issue in the district, Tenbury in particular, having been badly affected. The district council had ensured that rubbish / flood debris was removed as soon as possible.

County Councillor’s Report:  Cllr Grove’s report had been circulated online. There was concern about ongoing closures of Hallow Lane, and the effect on businesses, although residents had benefited from reduced traffic.
Report On Community Shop - Mark Glossop, Chairman of the Community Shop gave the council an update. 70 volunteers helped with shop and 16 with the post office. The project has been a great success and the need for new, permanent premises in the medium term was discussed. The possibility of offering work experience to students would be considered.
