2. Chairman’s Statement

7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· Worcs CC had appointed a new manager for the Lengthsman scheme, Alex Clarke-Ellson
· Drain covers had been cleared in Elmbridge Lane, Purshull Green, Cutnall Green, and The Knoll

· Grips had been tug out in Elmbridge Lane, Purshull Green, and Addis Lane (Watery Lane)

· Ditches on Smart and Rueben land needed clearing at the Knoll

· Flood Recovery Work – the hire of a digger for £500-£600 was approved. The Clerk would liaise with David Miles

7.2 Highways.

· Elmbridge Green Road. Some potholes between the gates had been filled.
· Elmbridge Lane. Potholes near to Broadfield had been filled.
· Senior Highways Engineer, Barry Barnes, met Cllr. David Powell and the Clerk in Cutnall Green to investigate flooding. He advised deepening the ditches and creating a bank. In Addis Lane (Watery Lane) grips were constantly flattened so he suggested installing concrete stillways. The Clerk would contact him and request these be installed after flood recovery work had deepened ditches. Thanks to Cllr. David Powell for arranging this visit.
· Crown Lane. The very uneven surface had been reported by the Clerk to Highways.
