Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
6th April 2019, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated
Matters arising from the minutes of the 6th April 2020:  
Vicarage Green / Proposed Sports Facility: Mr Wedd advised that the scheme was unlikely to proceed at present.
With regard to the purchase of Vicarage Green, it was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to obtain a loan of £15,000 from the Public Works Loan Board over 15 years at a cost of £587.61 every 6 months. The clerk to complete the application for loan approval. Mr Steel reported that the lowest 3 branches of the oak overhanging the path in Vicarage Green would be removed shortly.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were very busy and the number of dog walkers had greatly increased. There had also been an increase in dog waste either not being collected or being thrown away in black bags. Cllr Walton agreed to supply some signs.
Highways: Mr Whittaker reported that a hole dug by Severn Trent in the grass verge opposite the Bell Inn had not been reinstated satisfactorily. The clerk to advise ST. 
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. There is a waiting list for plots.

Broadheath Common: There had been an issue about stones being placed on the common as part of an organise game. However the stones had been removed following a complaint from the Lord of the Manor re grass cutting issues.
