1. Apologies for absence
Cllr. David Powell had sent his apologies for non-attendance (see below). District Cllr. Tony Miller and County Cllr. Peter Tomlinson had also advised that they were unable to be present.
2. Chairman’s Statement
The Chairman welcomed Alison Ford and Andrew Edwards as members of the public who were interested in the work of the Parish Council.
The Chairman reported that David Powell had resigned from the Parish Council. This left two vacancies for Councillors which would be considered at the next meeting (AGM)
The Chairman also advised Councillors that after conversations with some fellow Councillors he was reconsidering the timing of his resignation.

6.1 Fly Tipping (Item 11.1)


The CCTV camera needed a code. It was currently with District Cllr. Tony Miller.

7.  General 
7.1 Lengthsman Update. 
· The contract for 20/21 was signed and returned
· The Budget for 20/21 was £2053-53p.

· The Clerk had received copies of David Miles’ insurance and Public Liability certificate.

· There had been some confusion over the continuation of Lengthsman work during the Covid 19 Lockdown. No work was allowed in April and May. After a Risk Assessment was completed, David Miles was allowed to work again in June.

· Road Grips dug: Addis (Watery) Lane, Addis Bank, Purshull Green, and Elmbridge Lane.

· Overgrown drains cleared: Addis Lane, Crown Lane.

· Foliage cut from signs: Cutnall Green, Addis Bank.
· David Miles would hire a digger for 2-3 days when it becomes possible. The Clerk will ask him to clear ditches in Addis Lane, opposite the Memorial Hall to bank up soil, in Watery Lane, and in Elmbridge Lane near Cornshire Field Farm.

· The Clerk would ask David Miles to cut around the Grit Bins following the cut of the verges.
7.2 Highways.

· Addis Lane. Surface dressing was rescheduled for 24th.25th July
· Watery Lane. The Clerk would contact Barry Barnes about Concrete Stillways.when the ditches had been cleared by the Lengthsman.
· Elmbridge Green Road. The Clerk would notify Highways that the verges had not been cut.
· A442. The blocked drains near Apsley House had led to flooding on R Smart’s land. The culvert under the road was possibly blocked. The Clerk would advise Highways.
· Water Leaks. Severn Trent had responded swiftly and repaired leaks at the Knoll and near St Mary’s Church in Addis Lane.

· A 442. Dangerous drain cover opposite Library Telephone Box. The Clerk would advise Highways.
· Purshull Green. The Clerk would report potholes to Highways.
· Horton Lane / Broad Common. A shrubbery issue at this junction had been reported to Highways.

      9. Planning
9.1 Bryans Green Farm, Cutnall Green (19/02211/CU) Application for change of use of land to allow the seasonal siting of a tipi to host weddings and events. This was still pending after 9 months.
9.2 Radnall Farm (19/02431/FUL) Approval given to erect an Equestrian Manager’s dwelling.
9.3 Sandpool Cottage (19/02573/LB) Approval given for French Doors to replace a window.

9.4 Cornshire Cottage (Ardtoget) (20/00741/HP) Approval given for a single storey side extension, demolition of conservatory, new entrance porch, installation of roof lights, replacement windows, conversion of roof space above garage.
9.5 Radnall Farm (20/00730/CU) Approval given for a change of use of redundant buildings to form 4 units of holiday accommodation.

9.6 Broadfield Farm, Broad Alley (20/923/CU) Application made for change of use of land to station 8 twin unit chalets for holiday let use.

9.7 Elmbridge Manor, (20/01132/HP) Application made to install an all-weather tennis court.

· Councillors had made a mixed response to this application and the Comment to the Planning department had reflected this.
9.8 Orchard Brae (20/01379/HP) Application made for a single storey side extension.

· Councillors expressed concern about the length of time some applications were taking whilst others were settled very quickly. There were clear discrepancies involved
