District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Walton reported that issues of Covid 19 and drainage had been of concern since the last meeting. Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 7th December 2020:  
Vicarage Green: The purchase of the Vicarage Green was proceeding. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that footpaths were generally passable. The issue of the locked gate on the footpath near Little Peachley had been raised. The clerk to contact the owner asking her to remove the obstruction.

Village Hall: The hall committee had applied for a £5,000 grant to help pay the caretaker and maintenance costs during restrictions.
