Apologies: Cllr P Grove. 
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals. Mrs Crooks declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Bloor Homes development.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 4th January 2021, having been circulated, were approved and would be signed by the Chairman.
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Walton advised that the report principally concerned issues of Covid 19. 
County Councillor’s Report: Various reports had been circulated prior to the meeting.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 4th January 2021:  
Vicarage Green: The district council’s response to the draft plans was awaited. Mr Wedd reported that one of items of play equipment needed a new section welded in. Mr Steel will endeavour to arrange this.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that footpaths were generally passable but very wet. There was concern that some walkers had been wandering off the rights of way particularly in the recent snow. An item would be included in the village newsletter asking walkers to keep to rights of way.
Highways: There was ongoing concern about flooding at the pond in Peachley Lane. The clerk to contact WCC Highways. 
Allotments: The allotments are running well. There was concern about obstruction of the pedestrian entrance to the allotment field by vegetation, the clerk to write to the hedge owner.
Anti-Social Behaviour: The police report had been received.
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that the hall committee had received grants of £17,334 which will enable ongoing maintenance etc during lockdown. The Hall Committee intend to install 2 new high definition cameras, the existing cameras to be relocated to cover the entrances. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that  Mr Steel should arrange for the construction of the proposed footway beside the village hall together with bollards, at a cost of about £3,000. 
Broadheath Common: No report.

To consider casual vacancy: It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to co-opt  Mrs Susan Parkes as a member to the parish council.
