Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd and Mr Steel would investigate how best to repair an item of play equipment. The legal documents for the Vicarage Green purchase had been received. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that the clerk would forward £60,000 for the purchase to the solicitors as requested. The clerk was also asked to request the agreed £15,000 Public Works Loan Board loan.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that footpaths were generally good. There was an incident of fly tipping in Peachley Lane which was being dealt with by Malvern Hills District Council.
Highways: There was concern that the all the outstanding footpath work in Bell Lane would not be completed during the forthcoming closure. The clerk to contact WCC Highways. 
Allotments: The allotments are running well. 
Anti-Social Behaviour: The police report had been received.
Village Hall: The order had been placed for the new footway adjacent to the village hall. It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Mason and resolved to advise the hall committee that the parish council would fund the provision an additional camera during the current work.
