Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared a non-pecuniary interest in the Vicarage Green proposals. 
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Whittaker, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 1st March 2021, having been circulated, were approved and would be signed by the Chairman.
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Walton reported that discussions were taking place with Bloors / Hallam re road widths and cycle routes associated with the new development. A concern had been raised about safety issues with regard to the absence of street lighting in Lower Broadheath. It is suggested that any lighting proposals would need to be justified both in terms of cost / benefit and also the dis-benefit of increased light pollution.
County Councillor’s Report: No report.
Matters arising from the minutes of the Monday 1st March 2021:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Steel reported that the play equipment had been repaired at a cost of £70.00. Mr Wedd reported that there had been a delay in the Vicarage Green purchase.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver advised that footpaths were in good order. The Countryside Service had agreed to deal with 10 footpath issues. The broken bridge in Frenchlands Lane has been repaired and some waymark post will have new tops. Work is to be carried out on the path through Elgar’s birthplace to improve the drainage and surface.
Highways: The footpath work in Bell Lane will be carried out shortly.
Allotments: Work has been undertaken to repair a section of fencing.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No report.
Village Hall: The work on the new footway adjacent to the village hall had commenced. It was suggested that any lighting for the new path should be operated by PIR sensors. Mr Whittaker reported that user groups were making their own decisions about when to resume meetings.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd reported that the Lord of the Manor had agreed to pay £1,000 towards the cost of the planning application for earthworks on the common.
