· PC Jamie Lee has advised that he will be leaving West Mercia Police very soon but he does not have details of his replacement at this time but in the mean time PCSO’s can be contacted should there be any issues.

Defibrillator cabinet

· Cllr Graham reported that the access code to the cabinet is not working.  Cllr Moclair who was present when the cabinet was fitted and tested visited the site and found that there was a problem with access.  The instructions for the cabinet were kept at the village hall but appear to have been removed by persons unknown.  Cllr Moclair has contacted all members of the hall committee to try to establish the whereabouts.  In the mean time the defib is inoperative and a notice has been attached to the cabinet.

· Cllr Moclair has agreed to attend this zoom meeting which falls immediately prior to the PC meeting in March.

· The annual Parish meeting usually takes place prior to the PC meeting in March but it may be that it will need to be deferred this year.  It has to take place before 1st June.  Guidance from CALC has stated that the meeting can be held virtually and would have to take place in April pending an awaited update from the Government regarding the status of meetings.
