7.3 Budget Precept 2021/2022
The Chairman had prepared and circulated a budget for 2021/22 and proposed a Precept of £500. This represented a decrease of 5.66% overall and 4.72% in Band D Council Tax Levy. Councillors had agreed this by telephone and the requirement had been submitted to Wychavon.


      8. Planning
8.1 Orchard House (20/02576/CE) Application for a Lawful Development Certificatefor use of land as garden. Approved.
8.2 Bryans Green Farm (20/02674/HP) Application for front infill extension. Approved

8.3 Vine Cottage, New Road (20/02761/HP).Application to demolish existing extension and erect replacement single-storey extension. Approved
8.4 Church Farm Villa. Retrospective application, following Enforcement visit, to install gates. Approved. District Cllrs. Had corresponded with planners following decision. Planners had agreed that these gates were 21 cms higher than permitted, were visually intrusive and inappropriate as field gates but had still granted permission. This planning decision was viewed with dismay by Councillors. The Clerk and District Cllr. Tony Miller would request an Enforcement visit about the change of use of the Garage and suspected permanent siting of a container.
8.5 Land near Church Farm, Elmbridge (20/02445/FUL) Extension to agricultural building to house livestock. Approved.

9.1 Worcestershire County Council Members Monthly Update had been circulated. Internal Gold Updates had also been circulated. 
9.2 Other – The Clerk identified relevant information from 8 items of correspondence. She would circulate details of training.

10. Items of Interest

10.2 The Parish Council Notice Board and bench needed painting.
