2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked Robin Wilson for hosting this Zoom meeting using his Zoom Professional.
3. Declarations of Interest - None
4. Minutes of the Meeting held on 18th February 2021 (postponed from January) 
The minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman after correction of date as an accurate record.

Matters arising
5.1 CCTV Camera (Item 5.1)

Installation by the Fly Tipping Team had been requested. If necessary, District Cllr. Tony Miller would purchase a camera after 6th May 2021.
6.  General 

6.1 Lengthsman Update 
· Grit Bins had all been checked and those in Addis Lane and Purshull Green Lane had been filled. Just over one large bag of salt remained in stock and the Lengthsman was storing it.
· Rodding had taken place in Elmbridge Green Road and Crown Lane and pipes cleared.
· Drain Cover had been replaced in Elmbridge Lane

· Gullies and Grips has been cleared in Crown Lane and Addis Lane, Elmbridge Lane, Elmbridge Green Road and Purshull Green Lane
· In Horton Lane a landowner had objected to a grip being dug. The Clerk would ask the Lengthsman to contact Cllr. Bernard Brown about this. 
· The Clerk would ask the Lengthsman to inspect the verge at The Knoll

  6.2 Highways.

· The potholes in Elmbridge Green Road had been marked for repair. 
· Footpaths: the County Council had responded to the complaint about the broken stile at A442 end of the footpath alongside Peel House in Cutnall Green. The Council had offered to remove the stile but the Clerk had expressed concern about an open path onto the A442. The Council would investigate and report back
· A stile in Addis Lane had a loose handrail which the Clerk would report
· A fence along Elmbridge Green Road had been erected outside the existing hedge and residents considered it unsightly. The Clerk had emailed a photograph to Barry Barnes at Highways for advice and he would inspect. Concern was also expressed about gate posts erected by the same landowner in Elmbridge Lane which were too close to the road for safe vehicular access
6.3 Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund

· The Clerk had contacted Barry Barnes and Keiron Hemstock at the County Council about Parish Signs; 5 “Elmbridge” and 2 “Purshull Green”. A detailed response had been received. District Cllr. Tony Miller would forward the road name signs to the appropriate officer at Wuchavon.

      8. Planning
8.1 Church Farm Villa. The Panning Enforcement Team had been contacted about a possible Change of Use permission being required for the garage (the priority accorded by Planning Enforcement was Category C). At the invitation of the Chairman, Alys Price spoke and expressed dismay at the complaint. She went onto explain that the garage was used as an office space and a home gym. The Chairman advised that there had been a number of concerns expressed by villagers about the change of use including the belief that the garage was being used as residential accommodation. Alys asserted that this was not the case. She also advised that a refurbishment of the stables was taking place and the building would be used for storage. 


9. Correspondence

9.1 Worcestershire County Council Members Monthly Update had been circulated. Internal Gold Updates had also been circulated. 
9.2 Other – The Clerk identified relevant information from 7 items of correspondence, including 
· South Worcestershire Development Plan – Sustainability Appraisal Consultation

· National Planning and Policy changes  - Consultation

· Regulations allowing virtual Parish Council meetings would end on 7th May, but these might be      extended

10. Items of Interest 
10.1 Elmbridge Worcestershire Charity – Grazing Agreements for fields in Crown Lane and at Cutnall Green had been signed and returned to the agent.
10.2 District Cllr. Tony Miller reported that Worcestershire County Council Policies were now on-line for Flooding, Elderly care and Waste Collection
10.3 District Cllr. Nick Wright advised about Boundary Commission proposed changes for Local Government in Worcestershire. There would be 3500 electors per District Councillor. This would mean a slight reduction in the number of wards. Consultation would take place in July through September 2021 and final recommendations would be made in 2022.
10.4 Cllr. Andrew Edwards reported that a bridge in Purshull Green had been repaired by Highways.
10.5 Cllr. Charles Caddick reported that Bywater Farm had infringed planning permission by building a permanent house, creating a caravan park and building toilets. The Clerk would contact Wychavon Planning with this Council’s objection.
10.6 The Clerk would check the landscaping conditions on the Planning Consent given to Max Needham for the extension to the barn at Church Farm.
