Gas Lamps: The Clerk gave details of the meeting with MHDC regarding the future maintenance of the gas lamp.  The District Council were keen to reduce their 50% grant and it had been decided to form a working group to look at funding for improvements to the lamps so that they required minimal maintenance.  A figure of £700 per lamp had been suggested.  Furthermore Malvern Wells PC was investigating the viability of converting some lamps to electricity.  The working group was to meet on 14th May and would be attended by Cllr Burford. 
Village Hall Freehold: The Clerk informed the meeting that the village hall committee had decided not to continue negotiations with the diocese and for the scheme to continue the Parish Council would have to take a more active role.  It was agreed to form a working group consisting of Cllrs. Roberts, Burford, and Shearer together with the Clerk to move the project forward.
