1. Apologies for absence
Cllr. Alison Ford had sent her apologies
2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and congratulated Tony Miller on his election as a County Councillor for Ombersley Ward. It was noted that he is now both our District and County Councillor.

4. Minutes of the Meeting held by Zoom on 18th March 2021  
The minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman as an accurate record.

Matters arising
5.1 Fly Tipping Camera (Item 5.1)

· Cllr. Tony Miller suggested a camera on the Village Hall junction could be successful. Cllr. Andrew Edwards gave details of a camera installer who could possibly supply for about £425. He would contact the installer and notify the Chairman so that a meeting to discuss could be arranged.
· Cllr. Tony Miller offered £1000 from his Discretionary Fund to be split between the cost of the camera and the provision of replacement IT facilities for the Clerk. Councillors accepted this generous offer with thanks.
6.  General 

6.1 Lengthsman Update 
· A new contract had been signed with a budget of £2053.53 for 2021/2022
· A new system of on-line worksheets and claims had been introduced.

· The Lengthsman had worked for 6 hours in March and April inspecting and maintaining drains, gullies and verges.  Clerk would remind him that more hours were available.
· Future work would be the Knoll verge, foliage removal from grit bins and signs, drain clearance, and clearing the footpath from Elmbridge Lane to the Churchyard.
  6.2 Highways.

· Some potholes in Elmbridge Green Road had been repaired but the area around the gate near Elmbridge Manor was still in need of substantial repairs. 
· Crown Lane was to be patched and resurfaced
·  Footpath EB554 (Peel House, Cutnall Green) – the damaged stile would be replaced by the County Council with a metal gate. (Ref:PR-14-16929 
· The loose handrail on the stile in Addis Lane (EB547) would be repaired (Ref: 1040480).

· The fence along the outside of the hedge in Elmbridge Green Road was considered an encroachment by the County Council and the Landowner would be asked to remove it.

· The Grit Bin at the top of Addis Bank had been stolen. The Clerk would request a replacement
6.3  Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund (CIL_
· The scheme for Village signs had been approved by the County Council and a cheque for £2400 had been sent in payment for producing and installing the signs

· After Vat reimbursement, £761 would remain of the CIL allocation to pay for the remaining road identification signs.

      8. Planning
8.1 Honeysuckle Cottage, Addis Lane (21/00685/HP) Permission sought to erect a single storey garden room; garage conversion to form annex and the erection of a new garage. An amendment applied for.
8.2 Yew Tree Cottage, Addis Lane (21/00292//HP) Permission sought to erect a new garage.
8.3 Urloxhey Farm (21/00801/FUL) Permission sought to erect a new stable block. The Clerk would request that entry to the site be made from Clattercut Lane and the field entrance.

8.4 Elmbridge Manor.  Prior Notification Application received for the erection of a building for storage of agricultural machinery and produce. There was no objection in principle ffor the erection of of an agricultural building but Councillors felt uncomfortable with the proposed siting and felt that this could be improved. It was suggested that the west side of the wood would give suitable access using an existing track and gate, better access for services, and would be less prominent from Elmbridge Lane and further away from neighbours.

8.5 In response to a question, the chairman advised that Councillors could submit their own views on planning matters to Wychavon DC but this should be done as individuals and NOT as Parish Councillors.

8.6 Barn Extension in Elmbridge Lane. The Clerk had contacted Needhams about landscaping conditions and had been advised that a Landscaping Plan was in hand.

8.7 The Clerk had sent a letter of support to Upton Warren Parish Council in connection with their objection to a Bywater farm proposal. No decision on the proposal had yet been received

9.1 Worcestershire County Council Annual Report had been circulated.
