Apologies:  Mr R Mason, Mrs J Davison and Cllr D Chambers
Declaration of Interests: Mrs Parkes declared an interest in the common planning application.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
3rd May 2021, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Walton explained that Covid rates in the district remained low. There was concern about the complexity of some of the planning applications and the difficulty faced by the parish council in responding to them. Cllr Walton agreed to ask MHDC planners if a summary of the key points / issues of complex applications could be provided to parish councils
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Richardson Brown was welcomed to the meeting by the chairman. Mr Richardson Brown explained that he had received reports of 2 drainage issues, one in Bell Lane and one in Peachley Lane. It was stated that the pond in Peachley Lane belonged to Mr Evans. Drainage problems seemed to relate to the pond becoming overgrown. Mr Richardson Brown said he would take the information away and report back on his findings.  
Matters arising from the minutes of the 3rd May 2021:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that an agreement had been reached that an additional drainage outfall was not required. It was thought that the scheme could now proceed with the play area in the final position with slightly less equipment initially. An additional amount of £24,000 may be required. It was agreed that Mrs Carver would approach BIFFA about a grant to help with the play equipment. With all the changes it was suggested that a new name for the Vicarage Green might be appropriate – suggestions please? It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved to purchase a replacement see-saw.

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that paths were in good condition generally and were well used. 
Highways: The highway drainage issues had been discussed under County Councillor’s report.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were running well. A retired engineer did some repair work on the allotments and Mr Steel would see if he would take on minor repairs at the play area.
Anti-Social Behaviour: There were reports of thefts / attempted thefts to the east of the village. The police are aware of the likely suspects.
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that 5 groups were currently using the large hall regularly. The small hall is not in use. Casual bookings are not currently being taken.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd advised that while the parish council had been prepared to promote the planning application it would not fund the scheme itself. With regard to the football pitches further information was required about the proposals.
Correspondence: A letter had been received from the Worcestershire Community Rail Partnership asking for information about “barriers to rail travel”.
