Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
7th June 2021, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. Mr Wedd asked if first aid / health guidance could be provided on how to deal best with Covid 19 patients.
