	Rous Lench and Radford Parish Matters for discussion or decision:  
a) Parish Councillor Email Addresses: RLPC did not feel this was necessary. No action. 
b) Parish Lengthsman (P/L)– update. village white gates have been jet washed.  RLPC agreed to sign agreement, P/L agreed to continue for another year. WCC has increased grant from £2040.78 to £2346.90 annually. Issue with VAS battery going flat after 3/4 weeks. New VAS positions agreed for the next few months – outside Park View Cottage and Little Cottage Farm. Once other locations have longer poles installed by WCC these can be used too. Action: Clerk to ask P/L to pick up the new VAS and move to locations mentioned, to increase monthly hours from 14 to 15 to charge the VAS batteries more frequently. 
c) Vehicle Activated Sign – number of new locations given permission by WCC. 
d) Community Allotment Project – RLPC is supportive of this project. Cllr Newton ran a public consultation, received 30 responses. She is working on the application/budget/project plan to submit for 6th June to WDC for the next step of the funding process. Action: Cllr Newton to circulate application and sketch plan.
e) Beltane Bash Festival – two people attended public consultation pre-event.  Discussion at last council meeting on carrying out a survey afterwards on resident feedback, Regulatory Services asked for comments. Resident reported there were caravans still there up until the Thursday/Friday following the event. Concerns reported about a car coming fast down access road. Horse chained to gate which accesses bridleway so chain was across bridleway. Number of horses tethered along the bridleway across to the footbridge over towards Abberton. Another resident was concerned as he had approaches with questions about his livestock. Action: Cllr Browne to put together a leaflet asking for any feedback from residents on the Festival. Clerk to add the leaflet to RLPC website/ FB.
f) Lenches Annual Directory – Agreed to submit a half page article with update from RLPC. 
g) Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Celebrations– £100 WDC grant available. Cllr Browne will contact the VH Committee.
