1. Apologies for absence
Cllr. Alison Ford had sent her apologies
2. Chairman’s Statement

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting..
3. Declarations of Interest – None
4. Minutes of the Meeting held on 20th May 2021  
The minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman as an accurate record.

Matters arising
5.1 Fly Tipping Camera (Item 5.1)

· Cllrs Clift, Carter and Caddick had met with Adam Lancaster of Horizon Smart Systems to discuss camera possibilities to deter fly-tipping. He recommended a camera on the Village Hall to record movements at the junctions of Crown Lane and Addis Lane with Elmbridge Lane, and a further camera on a tree near the fly-tipping site in Elmbridge Lane. He also offered to produce warning notices to be placed in appropriate places in the village where fly-tipping had been experienced. A full quotation was awaited. Electrical installation required for the camera on the Village Hall and electricity usage would be discussed with the Village Hall Committee.  

· Notice Board and Bench (Item 10.1) 
Holly Carter would paint the Notice Board, as agreed, when out of isolation.. The bench had already been painted, unsatisfactorily, without Parish Council permission by a contractor employed by Lady Anne Judge. Councillors expressed concern and annoyance at this unauthorised interference with Parish Council property. The Clerk would speak to the Churchwardens to determine the circumstances that had occasioned this issue.
6.  General 

6.1 Lengthsman Update 
· Stuart Brown had resigned as Lengthsman.
· The new Lengthsman would be Bill Waldron who was also the Lengthsman for Rushock and Elmley Lovett.
· He has worked in Cooksey Green Lane and Elmbridge Lane. He has cleared gully gratings and head walls, dug verge grips, cut vegetation from road signs and removed silt from carriageways..
· Bill Waldron does not communicate electronically so Councillors should let the Clerk know of any necessary work for him
· Vegetation was obstructing vision at The Knoll. The Clerk would inform Highways.

· The footpath from Elmbridge Lane to the Churchyard was badly overgrown. Cllr. Andrew Halfpenny would inspect.
 6.2 Highways.

· Crown Lane had been patched and Horton Lane resurfaced.
· The Clerk would contact Highways about the concrete spillways promised for Addis (Watery) Lane
· County Cllr. Tony Miller would take up the issue of repairs  to Elmbridge Green Road in the stretch between the gates
6.3  Signage - Community Infrastructure Levy Neighbourhood Fund (CIL Fund)_
· Roads had been marked for the positioning of the Village Signs by Worcestershire CC.
· £761 remained for the 4 road signs required. The Chairman would, once again, try to make contact  
with the Wychavon Road Naming Team.
6.4 West Mercia Policing Charter

· The Council was required to sign the Policing Charter.

· The top 3 issues would be Road Safety, Fly Tipping, and Petty Crime, especially theft.

      8. Planning
8.1 Honeysuckle Cottage, Addis Lane (21/00685/HP) Plans amended for single storey garden room extension and garage conversion to form annex and erection of new detached garage. Approval given.
8.2 Bryans Green Farm. Approval given for erection of agricultural storage building.
8.3Sandpook Cottage (21/00941/LB) Application for single storey side extension, oriel window and decorative barge boards.
8.4 Elmbridge Manor.  (21/01149/AR) Approval given for erection of agricultural buildings for storage of produce and machinery.
8.5 Meadow Bank, Elmbridge Green Road (21/01425/HP) Application for a single-storey rear extension. Councillors had no objections, but since this property is a barn conversion there are no permitted development rights
8.6 Clarks Close, Addis Lane. A mobile home and services have been sited without planning permission. The Enforcement Team were to vis/t but their priority allocation was Category C.
8.7 Stables at Urloxhey (21/00801.FUL) Approval given for the erection of a stable range.
8.8 The Tipi had been erected at Bryans Green Farm. This should be monitored for noise, traffic, timings, etc.
