Apologies: Mrs A Crooks, Mrs S Parkes, Mr E Whittaker and Cllr D Chambers
Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared an interest in the Village Green proposals.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Steel, seconded Mrs Carver and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
5th July 2021, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Richardson Brown reported that the closure of Hallow Road, had resulted in a lot of additional traffic and efforts had been made to limit the contractor’s occupation of the site. Bids were invited for works in the order of £750from his discretionary fund. Mr Wed clarified that parish council may wish to bid for the cost of an item of play equipment, but it may not be installed until 2022. Cllr Richardson Brown explained that the item could be rolled forward into the next financial year.
Matters arising from the minutes of the 5th July 2021:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that the contracts had been placed with Wickstead for the MUGA and play equipment and the installation was scheduled to begin in the early Spring. The Vicarage Green planning application had been approved with conditions. 
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the paths were generally in good condition. Some progress was being made with the locked gate. She asked Cllr Walton if he could supply further self-adhesive dog fouling signs.
Highways: There was concern that street lighting on the new development would cause light pollution. It was suggested that any lamps should be fully hooded,
Mrs Warfield complained about the dangerous narrow section of footway between the food factory and the city boundary. It was suggested that an alternative route could be proved through the Bloor Homes delevelopment.
It was proposed Mr Wedd, seconded Mr Steel and resolved that: “The Parish Council supports a dark sky policy in order to minimise light pollution. Where lighting is provided it should be hooded / designed to reduce any pollution.”   
There was concern about some areas of verge which were not being cut. The clerk to ask Smart Cut for a schedule of areas cut.

Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. 

Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports.
Village Hall: In his absence Mr Whittaker reported more groups were now using the hall and COVID restrictions were in place.
Broadheath Common: Mr Wedd advised that the planning application had been approved with conditions.
