Declaration of Interests: Mr Steel declared an interest in the Village Green proposals.
Minutes: It was proposed by Mr Whittaker, seconded Mrs Parkes and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
7th September 2021, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report and a report from the district council CEO had been circulated prior to the meeting. The district council’s objection to the development in Rushwick had been lost on appeal which will result in additional housing behind the Whitehall Inn and off Claphill Lane in Rushwick. 
A key priority for the district was support for local business.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Richardson Brown reported that a new footbridge had been approved at Hallow which will improve access into the city. Flooding from the pond in Peachley Road remains an issue, the clerk to supply the owners contact details. Mr Wedd reported that although the hedge on Martley Road had been cut, the footpath remained extremely narrowed by encroachment of the verge which needed to be cut back.
The clerk to write to the farmer thanking him for cutting the hedge.

Matters arising from the minutes of the 7th September 2021:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that there would be a preliminary meeting with Wicksteed re the MUGA / Play Equipment contract. It was agreed that removal of the play equipment would be delayed as long as practicable.
Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that she had attended strimmer training at Countryside Services. There was an issue with a pedestrian gate being locked to prevent horses straying. Mr Steel asked if a seat could be installed in the field beyond the allotments.

Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotments were in good order. However, deer had been seen near the allotments.
