Minutes: It was proposed by Mrs Carver, seconded Mr Whittaker and resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on the 
4th October 2021, having been circulated, were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
District Councillors’ Report: The district councillors’ report and a report from the district council CEO had been circulated prior to the meeting. Cllr Walton confirmed that the width of 6.7 metres / uniformity issues on the West of Worcester estate spine road had been confirmed. Mrs Parkes expressed concern about the loss of hedges in the Sling Lane area which Cllr Walton would look into.
County Councillor’s Report: Cllr Richardson Brown reported that he was investigating the issue of flooding from the pond in Peachley Lane. He was also looking into the improvement of the footway in Martley Road near the food factory. 
Mr Wedd asked that the remaining section of the footway in Bell Lane near Irma Cottage be resurfaced. Mr Steel pointed out that the footway in Church Lane, from the Martley Road to Peachley Gardens was in need of repair.

Matters arising from the minutes of the 4th October 2021:  
Vicarage Green: Mr Wedd reported that there had been a delay in consideration of the tree report by MHDC. Following a meeting with Wicksteed, it was agreed that because of delivery times, work would be delayed until spring 2022. 

Public Rights of Way and Footpaths: Mrs Carver reported that the request for permission to erect a seat in the field above the allotments had been turned down. It was agreed that she should get further copies of the parish footpath map printed. The clerk to remind the lengthsman about moving the dog bin in Peachley Lane.
Highways: There was concern about parking on Martley Road in the vicinity of the Bell Inn.
Allotments: Mr Steel reported that the allotment gate had been damaged and repairs had been carried out.
Anti-Social Behaviour: No reports.
Village Hall: Mr Whittaker reported that Mike Beard had been elected chairman at the recent village hall AGM.
The committee had asked if another contractor could carry out the patio work. Mr Wedd to discuss the issue with Mr Beard.

Broadheath Common: The scheme to construct earth bunds around the common was being frustrated by apparently excessive tree protection requirements.
